Assemblyman Paul Cook

Assemblyman Paul Cook, R -
Beaumont, introduced AB 309
earlier this year in response to
corruption cases in Riverside
and San Bernardino counties.
Under the measure, which was
unanimously approved by the
Assembly April 14th, any
elected official would be auto-
matically disqualified from
serving on a board or commis-
sion, if he or she were indicted
for any type of crime. If the of-
ficeholder was appointed to the
board or commission before the
filing of charges, the person
would be required to vacate the
seat.

Cook cited the alleged cam-
paign money -laundering and
bribery scheme involving four
of five former members of the

San Jacinto City Council as
the impetus for AB 309. Cook
said the recent indictments
handed down against three for-
mer San Bernardino County
officials in a bribery scheme
centering on a real estate de-
velopment raises additional
concerns.

"Taxpayers shouldn't lose out
on federal funding due to local
politicians who refuse to step
down," Cook said. "While some
legislative leaders claim that
no response is nheeded, |
strongly disagree. The long
succession of corruption cases,
in both counties, involving sit-
ting and former local officials
demonstrates the need for this
bill."
